Ephesians 5:22-24

I. The Spirit-Filled Wife, (Ephesians 5:22-24)
A. Her Responsibility Is Rooted in Her Relationship to Jesus, (v. 22)
1. Ephesians 5:22, “Wives, be subject to your own husbands, as to the Lord”

Matthew 26:39

2. Paul compares the wife’s role to her husband, with the church’s relationship to Christ.

3. A Spirit-filled wife’s marriage tells a great truth about Christ and the church.

B. Her Submission Respects God’s Order, (v. 23)
1. Ephesians 5:23, “For the husband is the head of the wife, as Christ also is the head of the church,
He Himself being the Savior of the body.

1 Corinthians 11:3



C. Her Submission Reflects the Church’s Devotion to Christ, (v. 24)
1. Ephesians 5:24, “But as the church is subject to Christ, so wives ought to be to their husbands in
everything.

2. The wife’s role is not merely domestic; it is spiritual. Her conduct in marriage helps preach a message
about Christ and the church.

3. A wife has tremendous influence in the home.
